Students access a range of vocational courses across the region hosted by local schools working with 

the local community and industry. At the same time, young people will be able to ach ieve their South 

Australian Certificate of Education (SACE) while learning skills and working toward industry -accredited 

qualifications. They will be better prepared to take on apprenticeships and skilled jobs in areas that 

include the areas we have identi fied skill shortages in - Health and Education, Agribusiness and 

Environmental, Advanced Manufacturing and Automotive, Construction, Food, Wine and Tourism.  

ôSchool to Workõ Apprenticeship Brokers help connect students with local industry and employers. The 

Apprenticeship Brokers also make sure that contracts of training for young people are fair and 

reasonable for everyone involved. Trade School students can do an apprenticeship or training while 

still at school, spending their week days involved in a com bination of school, working at a business and 

skills training at a TAFE or other training provider.  

The Southern Adelaide and Fleurieu Trade School partners with TAFE and other RTOõs to provide 

nationally accredited and industry recognised courses. Trade S chool programs are offered to non - 

SAFTS school students through partnership arrangements with Community Partnerships @ Work  

Industry Pathways Program (IPP)  

Students  have the opportunity to enrol in a secondary school vocational program that:  

¶ Provides cred it towards some or all of the following components of the SACE: Stage 1 and Stage 

2, English subjects, Maths subjects, Personal Learning Plan, and Research Project.  

¶ Provides credit towards a recognised VET qualification. In some IPP õs students have an 

opp ortunity to complete the whole qualification.  

¶ Aims to provide pathways into the following: apprenticeships, traineeships, further education or 

training, and direct employment.  

¶ Focuses on industry areas where there are skills shortages or emerging industrie s 

¶ Provides practical vocational experiences, including in the workplace, an understanding of 

pathways in the industry, career development skills and vocational literacy and numeracy skills.  

Structured Workplace Learning (SWL)  

SWL is an opportunity for students  to experience a real or simulated workplace opportunity relevant to 

thei r VET program. The benefits of SWL includes: learning new skills, working as part of a team, 

experiencing the workplace environment and becoming better informed for further caree r choices.   

Costs  

The vocational courses comply with Industry Training Packages which stipulate required tools, 

materials and context. Consequently, many of the courses include an additional financial fee to 

cover these demands. There is a variation of co sts between similar courses due to differences in 

agreements with Registered Training Organisations and host schools. This may be due to training, 

assessment or the competencies selected.  

While staffing costs or equivalent is covered by the host school as  part of the reciprocal arrangements, 

costs listed against courses are additional expenses related to materials and services.  

Public schools charge fees which are governed by legislation and can be varied by governing 

councils under certain circumstances.  These fees allow all students at public schools to access the 
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general curriculum offered by their home school.  Non -SAFTS School students will be charged a fee to 

cover staffing costs on top of the materials and services fee listed.  

Travel arrangements  

Students will be required to arrange their own transport to training and work placements. In certain 

circumstances, where students are able to demonstrate special needs, support for transpor t 

arrangements may be available.  

Timetables  

Most courses will occur on a Wednesday. To ensure that students are not disadvantaged, 

participating schools have agreed that where students miss lessons at their home school to participate 

in these courses, Wednesday lessons will not include new work or assessment tasks. Other c ourses will 

be offered in block times to facilitate access, and to minimise disruption.  

Selection Guidelines  

Selection for entry to regional courses will be based on the following guidelines:  

Å Identified relevant interest and/or previous experience 

Å Demonstrated capacity for independent learning  

Å Identified career pathway

VET RECOGNITION IN THE NEW SACE 

Completion of the SACE Using VET  

To complete the SACE, students must achieve at least 200 SACE credits, 180 of which can be gained 

through t he recognition arrangements for VET in the SACE. Within these 180 VET -based credits, 

students must also fulfil the literacy and numeracy requirements of the SACE.  

The Personal Learning Plan and the Research Project are awarded the remaining 20 SACE credits . 

Students can use a vocational context in completing these subjects.  

Number of VET Qualifications  

Students can use a maximum of two qualifications at Certificate I level to gain credits towards the 

completion of the SACE.  There is no limit to the number of qualifications at Certificate II level or higher 

that students can use to gain credits towards the completion of the SACE.  

SACE Credits 

Students can gain SACE credits for the successful completion of VET qualifications or units of 

competency that make u p a qualification.  A student will earn 10 SACE credits for the successful 

completion of 70 nominal hours of VET, up to the maximum number of credits allocated to each 

qualification.  

A student will earn 5 SACE credits for the successful completion of 35 nom inal hours of VET. 

The VET Recognition Register lists the maximum and minimum number of SACE credits allocated to 

each qualification.  

Recognition at SACE Stage 1 and/or Stage 2  

All VET qualifications or units of competency that make up a qualification, in the Australian 

Qualifications  Framework (AQF) can contribute to the completion requirements of the SACE.  The SACE 

Board determines the SACE stage at which qualifications will be granted recognition in the SACE.  In 

most cases a VET qualification (i.e. all t he units of competency that make up the qualification) will be 

recognised at either Stage 1 or Stage 2.  

However, specific units of competency from some Certificate II or Certificate III qualifications will be 

recognised at Stage 1, whereas other units of c ompetency from the same qualifications will be 

recognised at Stage 2.  

For details of how specific VET qualifications can earn SACE credits at Stage 1 and/or Stage 2, refer to 

the  VET Recognition Register on the SACE Board website ( www.sace.sa.edu.au ) or contact the Project 

Officer, VET in SACE (telephone 8372 7461).

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VET Recognition Register  

The SACE Board will publish the VET Recognition Register.  

The VET Recognition Register is derived from the VET qualifications li sted on the NTIS website.  

The register lists qualifications that:  

¶ Are most commonly undertaken by students.  

¶ Have been recommended for delivery by key stakeholders.  

The VET Recognition Register shows, for each qualification, the:  

¶ Maximum and minimum number of SACE credits that students can earn by completing the 

qualification.  

¶ SACE stage(s) at which SACE credits earned for the qualification will be recognised for SACE 

purposes.  

What is an Australian School Based Apprenticeship (ASBA) ? 

ASBA's allow senior sec ondary students to combine training and work in an industry area to achieve a 

nationally recognised vocational qualification that contributes their final secondary qualification.  

Features of ASBA's are:  

¶ Attendance at school and work (8 hours per week mini mum at work)  

¶ A training agreement which links to an industrial award  

¶ Attainment of a senior secondary qualification (e.g. SACE, VCE, [Qld]Senior Certificate etc) 

and a vocational education and training qualification  

¶ Access to a wide variety of vocation s provided applicable awards have been varied to 

accommodate part -time hours  

Who is involved in an ASBA : 

Student:  

¶ Must be committed to work and study in order to obtain qualification  

¶ Must fulfil all obligations as defined on the Contract of Training  

¶ Must meet with the regional Apprenticeship Broker and complete an Australian School Based 

Apprenticeship enrolment form with the school (Must be obtained from the VET Coordinator)  

Employer:  

¶ Needs to be flexible with working hours, provide adequate training an d supervision, fulfil 

obligations as defined on the Contract and negotiate Training Plan with RTO upfront  

Registered Training Organisation (RTO):  

¶ Delivers competency -based training in accordance with the Negotiated Training Plan  

School Principals, Career s Advisors & Teachers:  

¶ Must endorse the Australian School Based Apprenticeship  and make the student aware of all 

the implications of signing the contract of training.  

Parents/Guardians:  

¶ Must agree to terms and conditions and co -sign the Contract of Traini ng if the student is less 

than 18 years old

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THE new SACE 

What is the new SACE?   

Students who successfully complete their senior secondary education are awarded the South 

Australian Certificate of Education (SACE). The SACE is an internationally recognised qualification that 

paves the way for young people to move from sc hool to work or further training and study.  

The new SACE builds upon the achievements of the previous  SACE and will help students develop the 

skills and knowledge they need to succeed ð whether they are headed for further education and 

training, universit y, an apprenticeship or straight into the workforce.  

The certificate is based on two stages of achievement: Stage 1 (normally undertaken in Year 11) and 

Stage 2 (Year 12).  

How do students get the SACE?  

To gain the SACE, students complete approximately two years of full -time study which most students 

spread over three years.  

There are two stages:  

¶ Stage 1, which most students do in Year 11, apart from the Personal Learning Plan, which most 

students are likely to do in Year 10  

¶ Stage 2, which most students do in Year 12.  

Each subject or course successfully completed earns ôcreditsõ towards the SACE, with a minimum of 

200 credits required for students to gain the certificate.  

Students will receive a grade ð from A to E ð for each subject. For compulsory subjects , they will need

Compulsory Subjects  

The compulsory subjects are:  

¶ Personal Learning Plan (10 credits at Stage 1)  

¶ Literacy ð at least 20 credits from a range of English subjects or courses (Stage 1)  

¶ Numeracy ð at  least 10 credits from a range of mathematics subjects or courses (Stage 1)  

¶ Research Project ð an in -depth major project (10 credits at Stage 2)  

¶ Other Stage 2 subjects totalling at least 60 credits.  

The remaining 90 credits can be gained through additional  Stage 1 or Stage 2 subjects or Board -

recognised courses of a studentõs choice. 

What is the Personal Learning Plan?  

The Personal Learning Plan is a new compulsory SACE subject, normally undertaken in Year 10. 

Students consider their aspirations and researc h career, training and further study choices to help 

them map out their future. Students identify goals and plan how to achieve them through school and 

after finishing the SACE.  

The Personal Learning Plan helps students to:  

¶ identify and research career pat hs and options, including further education, training and work  

¶ choose appropriate SACE subjects and courses based on plans for future work and study  

¶ consider and access subjects and courses available in and beyond school  

¶ review their strengths and areas th ey need to work on, including literacy, numeracy, and information 

and communication technology skills  

¶ gain skills for future employment  

¶ identify their goals and plans for improvement  

¶ review and adjust their plans to achieve their goals.  

The Personal Learni ng Plan contributes 10 credits towards the SACE. Because it is compulsory, students 

need to achieve a C grade or above.  

What is VET and how can I do it?  

VET stands for Vocational Education and Training, and gives students skills for work, particularly in t he 

trades and industry. New VET procedures enable students to include more VET in their SACE studies. 

These procedures help students to build pathways in the SACE through VET, and encourage students 

to complete, or make significant progress towards complet ing, VET qualifications while completing the 

SACE.  

To complete the SACE, students must achieve 200 SACE credits, 180 of which can be gained through 

VET.  Within these, students must also satisfy the literacy and numeracy requirements of the SACE. The 

rema ining 20 credits are gained from the Personal Learning Plan (10 credits) and the Research Project 

(10 credits).  

The recognition arrangements for VET in the SACE will include:  

¶ completed qualifications  

¶ partly completed qualifications  

Students can earn 5 SACE credits for successfully completing 35 hours of VET, and 10 SACE credits for 

70 hours. The SACE Board will decide whether the SACE credits earned for a particular VET 

qualification will be recognised at Stage 1 or Stage 2. Students can refer to the VE T Recognition 

Register for more information about Stage 1 and Stage 2.

What is community learning?  

Students are able to earn SACE credits for learning undertaken in the community. Information on

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Students can also count recognit ion for learning gained through informal community activities such as 

coaching a sporting team, being the primary carer of a family member, or leading an environmental 

project in the community. Students will need to provide evidence of their learning for a ssessment so 

that the SACE Board can recognise these other kinds of community learning.  

University and TAFE entry  

TAFE SA recognises the SACE as meeting the entry requirements for most of its courses. It also considers 

a variety of other qualifications an d experiences in its entry and selection processes.  Students who 

complete the SACE are eligible for university entry, provided they meet certain requirements. For 

university entry, students need to achieve 80 credits at Stage 2, including three 20 -credit S tage 2 

subjects. The final Stage 2 credits can be gained in a variety of ways defined by the universities. 

Universities also specify required subjects for some of their courses.  

Full details of university and TAFE entry requirements for 201 2 onwards will b e included in the Tertiary 

Entrance Booklet 20 12, 2013, 2014, published in July 20 11 by the South Australian Tertiary Admissions

Students with disa bilities  

The SACE offers a range of modified subjects to provide opportunities for students with disabilities to 

demonstrate their learning. Modified subjects are intended for students who have any of the following:  

¶ severe multiple disabilities  

¶ moderate to profound intellectual disability  

¶ mild intellectual disability.  

Interstate, overseas and adult students  

SACE Board will grant status for equivalent learning in recognised areas for interstate, overseas and

ADMISSION TO TERTIARY COURSES FOR 2012 
 

Most Tertiary or Higher Education courses have specific subject prerequisites and entry requirements, 

which are in addition to qualifying for the SACE. These vary between each of the Institutions and 

individual courses.   

Refer to SACE information, the SATAC Guide and individual institution handbooks for the specific 

details of any prerequisites or entry requirements that you may need to meet to become eligible to 

apply for entry into a course. Copies of most of these publications are available from the school pleas e 

contact the Senior School Coordinator or School Counsellor for details.  

The classification of subjects for entry selection is the responsibility of the individual higher education 

institutions. The classification depends on the course of study to which they apply. No specifics of the 

subjects required for individual courses are given in this book. You must research this through the 

sources mentioned above.

Students at Yankalilla have the option of 

pursuing sever al alternate pathways all of which 

will enable them to achieve their SACE.  

 

Pathways that students embark on are the result 

of close conversations between staff, students 

and caregivers and take into account individual 

student interests, capabilities and future goals.  

 

Students in each of the pathway areas have the 

opportunity to undertake a vocational 

education course at Certificate 2 level whilst 

studying mainstream lessons. This provides 

students with the opportunity to experience òon 

the jobó training either as preparation for their 

chosen vocation or to assist them in making 

more informed decisions about future directions.

Australian History  

Learning area: Humanities and Social Science  

Duration of the course  

This is a one year course, 20 credits.

Students make sense of a complex and rapidly 

changing world by connecting past and present. 

Through the study pf past events, actions and 

phenomena students gain an insight into human nature 

and the ways in which individuals and societies fu nction 

in Australia.  Students research and review sources with 

in a framework of inquiry and critical analysis.

¶ an essay.

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Art   (Visual  Arts) 

Learning area : Arts 

Duration of course  

This is a full year  course (20 Credits)  

Assumed Knowledge  

No background knowledge is assumed for this course  

Course overview  

Stage 2 Visual  Arts is studied as a 20 -credit sub ject.  

Students research, analyse, explore and experiment with 

media and technique, and resolve and produce 

practical work. They use visual thinking and investigation 

to develop ideas and concepts, refine technical skills, 

and produce imaginative solutions . Students learn to 

communicate personal ideas, beliefs, values, thoughts, 

feelings, concepts and opinions, and  provide 

observations of their lived or imagined experiences in 

visual form .
